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MIKE O’CALLAGHAN - PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL BRIDGE 
The first hollow arch segments were cast in place. Each segment is approximately

24 feet long, 20 feet wide and 14 feet tall with 14-inch-thick reinforced walls.
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MIKE O’CALLAGHAN - PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL BRIDGE 
Cable-stay construction supported 26 segments on each side

of each arch rib coming together to join in the center.
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MIKE O’CALLAGHAN - PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL BRIDGE 
The twin-rib arches were completed by connecting each side

with a closure pour on August 10, 2009.
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MIKE O’CALLAGHAN - PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL BRIDGE 
Ten-foot-tall precast concrete segments were placed symmetrically

on the arch to complete the columns.
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MIKE O’CALLAGHAN - PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL BRIDGE 
Steel box girders were placed symmetrically starting at the center spans.

Each girder weighs 45 tons and is 115 feet long.
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MIKE O’CALLAGHAN - PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL BRIDGE 
The completed bridge includes a concrete deck, barriers and pedestrian sidewalk.
